	Agency of Socialisation
	Groups or institutions, such as family, school, peers, and media, that teach norms and values.

	Age Identity
	The way age groups are defined and experienced in society, influenced by cultural norms and expectations.
	Chris Phillipson

	Cultural Capital
	Knowledge, skills, and education that give someone an advantage in society.
	Pierre Bourdieu

	Cultural Diversity
	The existence of a variety of cultural groups within a society.
	Stuart Hall

	Cultural Hybridity
	The blending of elements from different cultures to create something new.
	Stuart Hall

	Cultural Imperialism
	The dominance of one culture over others, often through media and globalisation.
	Herbert Schiller

	Cultural Relativism
	The idea that cultures should be understood on their own terms, without judgement.
	Franz Boas

	Cultural Universals
	Elements of culture found in all societies, such as family, language, and religion.
	George Murdock

	Counter-Culture
	A group whose norms and values go against those of mainstream society.
	Paul Willis

	Culture
	The shared norms, values, beliefs, and practices of a group or society.
	Edward Tylor

	Disability Identity
	How individuals with disabilities form a sense of self, often shaped by societal attitudes and stigma.
	Tom Shakespeare

	Ethnic Identity
	A sense of belonging to a particular ethnic group, shaped by shared culture, language, and heritage.
	Stuart Hall

	Feminine Identity
	The social and cultural expectations of what it means to be female.
	Ann Oakley

	Folk Culture
	Traditional culture created and shared by local communities, like folklore or crafts.
	Edward Tylor

	Global Culture
	A shared culture that is becoming more common around the world due to globalisation.
	Roland Robertson

	Glocalisation
	When global cultural influences are adapted to fit local customs and traditions.
	Roland Robertson

	Habitus
	The deeply ingrained habits, skills, and dispositions shaped by a person’s social class.
	Pierre Bourdieu

	High Culture
	Cultural products and activities seen as sophisticated or elite, like opera or classical art.
	Matthew Arnold

	Hidden Curriculum
	The informal lessons learned in school, like obedience and conformity, not part of the official curriculum.
	Bowles & Gintis

	Hegemonic Masculinity
	The dominant idea of masculinity, which emphasises traits like strength and authority.
	R.W. Connell

	Mass Culture
	Culture produced for the masses, often commercialised and standardised.
	Adorno & Horkheimer

	Norms
	The informal rules and expectations that guide behaviour in a particular culture.
	Emile Durkheim

	Popular Culture
	Cultural products and activities enjoyed by the majority, such as TV and pop music.
	Stuart Hall

	Primary Socialisation
	The first stage of learning norms and values, which happens in the family.

	Roles
	The patterns of behaviour expected from someone based on their social position.
	Talcott Parsons

	Secondary Socialisation
	The learning of norms and values through institutions like schools, peers, and media.
	Emile Durkheim

	Sexual Identity
	A person’s sense of who they are in terms of their sexual orientation and preferences.
	Michel Foucault

	Social Control
	Mechanisms, like laws or norms, that regulate behaviour and maintain order in society.
	Emile Durkheim

	Social Mobility
	The ability to move between social classes, often influenced by education and economic factors.
	Peter Saunders

	Socialisation
	The process of learning the norms, values, and behaviours needed to participate in society.
	Talcott Parsons

	Subculture
	A smaller cultural group within a larger one, with its own distinct norms and values.
	Paul Willis

	Values
	Shared ideas about what is important and desirable in a society.
	Emile Durkheim

	Working-Class Identity
	The sense of identity formed by individuals in working-class groups, often tied to manual labour and solidarity.
	Paul Willis
